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Some of you former New Yorkers and Jerseyites would proba-
bly know what | was talking about if | said, “Meet me at the
smoke ring,” or mentioned Dinoland, or talked about a People
Wall, or asked about a unisphere, or told you General Electric
had picture phones in 1964, or broke out in a rousing rendition
or It's a Small World. These were some of the most exciting
and flashy exhibits at The World’s Fair in Flushing Meadow
Park, New York (1964-5). | remember each of them fairly well,
even after many years.

But the thing | remember most about the Fair was the Vatican
Pavilion. Which would be unusual for a young Lutheran had
there not been a very special piece of art on display—Michelangelo’s Pieta, loaned for display in
the US—the first time it had left the spot where the artist had delivered it five hundred years prior.

The statue depicts Mary holding the lifeless body of her son, Jesus, after he was taken down from
the cross. Cradling him in her arms, full grown, as she did hundreds of times as he grew from an
infant, to toddler, to restless child who no longer tolerated such confining affection. How she must
have longed in those days to hold him just one more time. How horrifying to get her wish in such a
manner! The abject pain of the moment is clear in her countenance, as she faces what no parent
ever should—the death of her child.

Pieta means “pity,” or “compassion,” which literally is to suffer along with someone. Some people
suffer along with Jesus during Holy Week, trying to imagine what it felt like to have a crown of
thorns jammed on your head, nails pounded into soft flesh, and to slowly asphyxiate on a cross.
But Jesus took that suffering on himself so we might not suffer from sin’s consequence—it is a suf-
fering that cannot be shared.

And so | think of Mary and her grief, and | suffer with her instead.. Compassionately sharing the
pain of a loss so great that it is beyond compare. In my mind gently holding the broken body of the
one who died for me. Feeling a hurt so deep, only one thing can remedy it.

A ! we, the people of MLC, were there! In fact, the route began at our church (well, Wilkins

School of Amherst, which served as our church in those days.) We had Tom Griffith,

Al Kaprelian and Rick Gordan as our guest celebrity walkers and, if my memory
serves, most of our members, from youngest to oldest, walking. The weather was
great, but the cause was greater! A grand tradition was begun, but as traditions go, it
is only as good as the current year! Will MLC of 2029 be talking with great fondness of
our CROP Walk/MLC tradition as they prepare for the 40" walk? (Actually, | hope not,
only because we might have solved world hunger by then.) But since our Lord said
‘the poor and hungry will always be with us,’ I'm guessing we'll still be at it, helping one
family - one child — at a time. And I'll be 76 and still walking, God willing and the creek
don't rise!

This year’s walk will once again begin at St. Pat’s in Milford, proceed to the Amherst
Congregational and then take the scenic route back and through Milford before return-
: ing to St. Pat’'s where we always exchange tall tails of heroism and bravery and how
B ECALSE THEY WAL Carolyn (representing the oldsters) has only once been beaten by Ryan T.
(representing the youngsters)! The distance is 10km (6 miles), because this is about
the average distance the poor of the world walk each day just to survive; gathering drinkable water, firewood and food for
their families. There is also an optional short route around Milford which works for the littlest walkers. 25% of the money
stays local, going to the Milford SHARE program, who in turn “share” 1/3 of the monies with “Open Cupboard” of Wilton.
The other 75% of your contribution goes to Church World Service (or your specific designee). CWS/CROP’s effort these
days is more than just supplying food (which they still do in the short term,) but to work with people around the world to
create sustainable agricultural systems, sometimes in concert with like-minded organizations such as Heifer Foundation.

We have another great tradition at Messiah. From the very beginning this congregation has determined that we should
be a congregation that seeks to share God’s love and blessing with the world around. To this end we have endeavored
to grow our benevolence, eventually reaching 50% of our budget! We are about halfway to that goal, but this year at the
annual congregational meeting we had to consider doing something we have not done for a very long time — reduce our
benevolence! Technically, we have suspended half our giving until later in the year when we can determine if there is
enough in the pot to both pay our bills and continue our giving at present levels. This did not sit well with the majority of
the folks present, but there seemed no other ready alternative. After much discussion, this very painful motion was
passed, but almost instantly, another motion was on the floor, in the form of a resolution to raise the funds throughout the
year to ensure that there was no decision left to be made next September, because the money would be there. CROP
Walk is our first opportunity, my dear friends, to begin this process. Money pledged by our members will be accounted
for and credited towards our benevolence goals.

So ... are you blessed with two good
legs? Can you volunteer in other ways to
make this the most successful CROP
Walk to date? Are you one of the lucky
ones with a stable income and regular
meals? Well folks, it is time to “pay it for-
ward” as the movie said, because there is
more need in the world than ever in these
financially troubled times. If we, the good
people of MLC, of Souhegan Valley, of
New Hampshire, of the U.S.A, of the
World, don’t step forward to extend a
hand and give a leg up, who will?

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April 5™ — Palm Sunday, Sunday of the Passion

We begin this service (weather permitting) on the lawn outside of Messiah
House. The liturgy of the palms will end with a procession up the driveway and
into the sanctuary—all the while singing “Hosanna in the Highest!” The mes-
sage for the day follows quick upon the heels of this joyous celebration and
prepares us for the Passion of Christ according to Mark, which will be read in
parts. What started out with shouts of hosanna, end with cries of “crucify
him!” (We will use the “Lenten” worship folder for liturgy.)

April 9 ™ — Maundy Thursday

This service, first in the threefold high holy days of Christendom, commemo-
rates Jesus’ giving of a new commandment and washing the disciples’ feet.
To reflect the movement in the scripture for this evening, we will share the
Lord’s Supper around tables in the narthex before entering the sanctuary for
readings and prayer. The chancel is then stripped of all its furnishings and
décor. The service doesn't end but is picked up the next evening.

April 10" — Good Friday

The passion according to John is read as we remember how Jesus died for
us. The bidding prayer employs intercessions and periods of silence. At the
end of the service a cross is brought into the chancel and those who wish to
may reverence it. This service also does not end, but is continued on Saturday
evening.

April 11 ™ — The Vigil of Easter

The final part of the great Triduum and the first to receive the risen Christ, this
worship experience incorporates a bonfire, key scripture readings, song, and
the raucous, joyous reception of the news that HE IS RISEN! The senior high
youth plan and present this worship service.

April 12 " — Easter, The resurrection of our Lord

We welcome the risen Christ with the “Alleluias” we've held in for so long, with
bells ringing (make sure to bring one!), and with hymns sung loudly and
played on brass triumphantly. (We will use setting three ELW for this festival
occasion.)

April 19 ™ — Second Sunday of Easter

The celebration continues for a week of Sundays this Easter season! Pastor
Tom will be with Ed and Trudi doing prison ministry this morning, so we will
welcome a guest preacher.

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Update from Enhancing Worship and Music at Messiah

Two months ago, a group of about fifteen members (plus Pastor and organist/ choir director Deb) started working on a
vision for enhancing worship and music at Messiah. This group was formed on the recommendation of our Kairos con-
sultant and the Council Executive Committee, based on a finding that a good percentage of worshipers felt a need for
improvement, especially in regards to worship music.

The group’s first two meetings were spent learning the role of music in worship, and the roles of the worship leaders—
Pastor, musicians, and the assembly. We found that music, liturgy, décor, ritual, and all things in worship serve the
gospel, by positioning people in the presence of a loving God in the person of Jesus Christ. What an awesome respon-
sibility. As worshipers we all should strive for worship worthy of Christ Jesus.

After much discussion, Pastor cast a vision for the future of our worship and music. Copies of the complete document
will be available on line and in print April 5™ (we still need to add the objectives and goals for guiding us into the vi-
sion), but here is a taste of what may lie over the horizon:
- Anincreasing amount of “contemporary” music blended into our worship service, and the regular use of new

liturgies from ELW and With One Voice and Hymnal Supplement, and those of Messiah’s own design.

There will however, be a commitment to use older hymns on a regular basis.

All worship and music will reflect Lutheran theology and tradition.

The use of whatever technologies prove useful and adaptable to our worship space and mission will be ex-

plored.

A rededication to worship as our identity. A new commitment to doing everything we can to make worship

worthy of God.

An increased awareness of worship as evangelism. For visitors as well as for us.

A review of staffing needs for musical leadership..

Further on up the road—adding a second service to offer more consistency to worship style choice.

More to come, including a congregational “Open Forum” (April 26™ at 9:00 am) during which the vision will be pre-
sented to you and your questions answered.
